Impression

Jesus starts to teach in the temple, where the Jewish people went to pray. The people are surprised
and impressed with the way he teaches. Why do you think that is?

The people in the temple believe what Jesus says and they trust him, more than the teachers they
usually listen to. Why did they see Jesus as special?

Jesus teaches the people through the stories he tells. But he also teaches them - and us - through the
things he does. He lives out what he is teaching. Can you think of an example when Jesus teaches us
through his actions? What does he want us to learn?

Teachers are very important, they help us to learn about all sorts of things. What is your teacher’s
name? What do they help you to learn? Who else helps you to learn? Family or friends perhaps?

Some children who live in poorer countries around the world do not have the chance to go to school.
Can you think of reasons why that might be?

Some children live in places where it isn’t safe for them to travel to school or the school is too far
away. Some children have to do jobs instead of going to school or they have to look after their little
brothers and sisters while their mum and dad go to work. Some families cannot afford to pay the
school fees or buy the uniforms or books their children need to go to school.

Do you think it is fair that these children do not have the chance to learn?

What do you think can be done to help?



Every child has a right to go to school. The charity CAFOD works together with local people around
the world to make sure more children can learn.

Let’s try this week to do our best to learn. To listen to our teachers, our parents, and all those who
try to teach us the way.

And let us try to listen to Jesus and to what he is teaching us too, so that together we may love one
another as he asks us to

We hope that all we say and do shows that we are trying to be more like Jesus, our teacher, and so
we pray together:

We pray for our Church all over the world: that it may teach God’s word the way that Jesus did,
through words and actions. Lord, in your mercy...

We pray for children in the poorest countries: that they may have the chance to go to school, to learn
and ask questions, and have a brighter future. Lord, in your mercy...

We pray for teachers: that they may help children learn and grow up to be the people that God
knows and wants them to be. Lord, in your mercy...

We pray for our parish, family and friends: that we may work together with others to make sure all
children have the chance to go to school. Lord, in your mercy..

Closing prayer:

God of hope, through your Son Jesus you teach us to love and care for all our brothers and sisters
wherever they are in the world. Help us to work together with others to make sure that all children
have a chance to go to school and dream of a brighter future. Amen.

If we are not aware of why your child is not in school we will try and contact
you, if we are unable to contact the parent/carer we may call one of the other contacts on your
child's records.

Please try to be as punctual as possible, we have noticed a small number of children are arriving late
to school. If your child arrives after the close of the registration period (9.05am) this again is
recorded as an unauthorised absence on the register and will affect your child's overall attendance
figure. If your child arrives at school after 8.55am they MUST be accompanied by a parent/carer for
signing in purposes.

In line with Government guidance all pupils who test positive for COVID-19 are recorded as ill in the
register.

Pupil Premium and Free School Meals

If your child is eligible for ‘free school meals’ and you register them for this, we’ll receive extra
funding called ‘pupil premium’. We use this extra money to improve the educational provision and
resources at the school.

What is pupil premium funding?

Pupil premium funding from the government is given to schools to help pupils reach their full
potential, regardless of their background or financial situation. It’s provided for pupils who:

e Are registered for free school meals
e Have been registered for free school meals at any point in the past 6 years
* Are, or have been, in care

e Have parents in the armed forces at St Joseph's Catholic Primary School,



We get an extra [£1,385 (for primary schools) / £985 (for secondary schools) — these figures are for
the 2022/2023 financial year] for every eligible pupil who is registered for free school meals. This
extra money could make a real difference to the quality of education we offer.

For example, we’ve previously used pupil premium funding for:
e Educational provision/resources
e Academic interventions
e Wellbeing and self-esteem building interventions
Is my child eligible for free school meals?
Your child might be eligible if you access:
e |ncome Support
* Income-based Jobseeker’s Allowance or Employment and Support Allowance
e Support under part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999
¢ The guaranteed element of Pension Credit

e Child Tax Credit (provided you’re not also entitled to Working Tax Credit and have an annual
gross income of no more than £16,190)

e Working Tax Credit run-on

e Universal Credit, provided you have an annual net earned income not exceeding £7,400
(£616.67 per month)

Universal infant free school meals

Currently, pupils in reception, year 1 and year 2 are entitled to a free school meal thanks to a
different government funding scheme known as universal infant free school meals (UIFSM). You
shouldn’t confuse UIFSM with free schools meals and the pupil premium.

If your child is in reception, year 1 or year 2 and is eligible for free school meals according to the
criteria above, you should still register because we’ll receive the extra pupil premium funding.

Does my child have to eat the free school meals?

No. Pupils who are registered for free school meals don’t have to eat them. If you’re eligible but you
want your child to have packed lunches you should still register because the school will receive the
funding which can support your child in other ways.

How do | register?
You only need to register once at the school.

To register, please go to www.dudley.gov.uk/resident/your-council/council-tax-and-
